NOISE CONTROL BYLAW  
 
As the weather improves and people open their 
windows more and get out and about doing chores 
and other activities around their properties, residents 
are reminded to keep noise producing activities within 
the parameters of Noise Control Bylaw No. 283. 
 
Lawnmowers and most other small power equipment 
are restricted to the hours of 8 am to 8 pm Monday to Saturday and 10 am to 8 pm 
on Sundays and Holidays. Chain saws, chippers and leaf blowers are restricted to 9 
am to 4 pm Monday to Saturday. Other restrictions pertaining to the barking of dogs, 
amplified and unamplified music and continuous sounds can be reviewed in the 
bylaw.
